WMO, GCW, etc.)



AOS: RECOMMENDATIONS 

� Engage stakeholders at all stages, from assessing 

needs to creation of solutions-based, useful products

� Incorporate technology for real-time data capture and 

accessibility; invest in data rescue and baselines.

� Design: need to improve infrastructure, cyber-

infrastructure

� Data: need open data, sustained archiving, data 

products (knowledge translation)

� Sustainable funding

� Capacity building, training
